1.0 CITATION 

1.1 This bylaw may be cited for all purposes as the “Freedom of Information and Protection 
of Privacy Amendment Bylaw No. 2519.03, 2024”. 

2.0 INTERPRETATION 

2.1 Subsection 1.2 of Bylaw No. 2519 is amended by: 

a) Deleting the definition of “Board”. 

b) Deleting the definition of “Coordinator”. 

c) Inserting the following in alphabetical order: 

  i) “Commercial Applicant” means a person who makes a request for access to a  
  record to obtain information for use in connection with a trade, business,  
  profession, or other venture for profit.
